® \When replacing the toner cartridge or drum cartridge,
do not allow dust, water, or liquids to come in contact
with the drum. This may affect print quality.

® (Genuine Panasonic toner cartridges and drum
cartridges are recommended.

® |t is recommended not to add non-genuine toner to
the unit (including toner cartridge, drum cartridge
etc.).

® We cannot be responsible for problems that may be
caused by a non-Panasonic toner cartridge or drum
cartridge:
— Damage to the unit
— Poor print quality

® Do not leave the toner cartridge out of the protective
bag for a long time.
